Clubs will then follow up with whatever action they deem 

necessary, including possible recognition for good sports-

manship. The league will continue to deal with improper 

player and coach conduct but the clubs can add additional 

penalties if they wish and can act even if the league does 

not. The teams and their clubs have primary responsibility 

for spectator behavior.

Please don't yell instructions during the game. It 
is too distracting and often too late and may 
contradict what their coach has told them. 

Be positive, not angry, frustrated or critical, to 
help their confidence and keep them excited 
about playing. 

Please don't criticize the coaches, referees, or 
players and don't blame them when the team is 
doing poorly. 

Shake hands with your child's coach and the refe-
rees when the match is over, win or lose. 

Express pride often to your child for his 
or her achievements, big or small. 

Remember that the game is for the kids and that 
the fun, both theirs and ours, is more important 
than winning.
